




President’s Message 
 

Summer has finally arrived, and with it the beginning of a new fiscal year.  I can’t help but be excited about the 
prospects for the upcoming year!  At the June Annual Meeting, our congregation approved a growth budget 
that will help us reach our vision and mission.  The Board has already begun planning and taking steps for 
some of the activities required for our growth initiative: 

 

• Full-time Ministry – Carla Johnson and I will be working on a new ministerial contract for Rev. Paul. 
• Securing a loan for $35K - As finance secretary, Paul Nemeth will be heading up this effort.  We will 

be pursuing endowments from UU Churches as well as banking institutions. 
• Filling positions for two Religious Education Teachers - A task force led by Lynn Medley will develop 

the process to fill these positions, write a job description and the contract. 
• Hiring a part-time Administrative Assistant (20 hrs/week) – Rev. Paul will be leading a task force for 

this effort which includes applying for a Chalice Lighter Grant.  A job description and contract will be 
developed.  We have already begun collected job descriptions from other UU congregations. 

 

The Board and Committee Council will be meeting on July 19th for the annual UUFP Leadership Retreat.  The 
focus will be to establish goals for next year that will be based on our Vision and Mission statements with an 
emphasis on growth.  The progress we made on the five goals for our last fiscal year has laid a good foundation 
for this year. 

  
1. Develop a Behavior Covenant - In October the congregation voted to approve the UUFP Covenant 

and agree to abide by its guidelines on how members interact with each other and as a community. 
2. Develop a Mission and Vision - The congregation voted to approve the proposed UUFP Mission and 

Vision Statements in April. 
3. Improve Stewardship - A Pledge Drive and Talent Show kicked off our successful Stewardship 

Campaign and one-on-one canvassing of our members.  I greatly appreciate our congregation’s 
generous responses to the 2008-2009 stewardship campaign to “Fund Our Vision”.  When presented 
with multiple budget options at the June annual meeting, the congregation voted for the Bold Growth 
budget to help enable us to reach our vision and mission. 

4. Build a healthy congregation - Committee on Shared Ministry was initiated to be responsible for 
evaluation of shared ministry.  Focus was on developing a process for conflict management and 
community building.  Peaceful Resolutions, a task force of CoSM, was also initiated and a conflict 
resolution policy was created. 

5. This was our first year to use a new Governance Model for the Board and Committees.  At this time 
Leadership acknowledges the benefits of this model but also recognizes that our congregation is too 
small to make all aspects of this model work as designed.  The Committee on Shared Ministry (CoSM) 
and the Board is in the process of developing a “bridge” governance structure until we are large 
enough to support the current structure for the Board and Committees. We have accomplished much 
together this year.  It is wonderful to be in community with dedicated, gifted people.  I would like to 
especially thank Rev. Paul Langston-Daley, the Board of Directors and the Committees for their work 
this year.  We greatly appreciate the support of each and every member as we move forward on this 
journey together. 

 

Our members have expressed their hope and faith that the UUFP will grow in the future.  I look forward to 
working with you to make the intentional choices to accomplish this vision, becoming better stewards of our 
community and managing wisely our financial, spiritual, emotional and physical resources. 

 

May we grow to sustain the UUFP into the future as a sacred and safe place for our community to practice its 
liberal faith.
